Now, let's getinto the data...

1. How recently have teachers used Al for their school work?

Teachers are using Al for their school work - but how many are making use of the new
technology?

Quite a lot, in fact! 43% of teachers have used Al in the past week, while another 19% used it
within the last month. A smaller group (7%) last used it more than three months ago. That
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suggests Al is something teachers either integrate into their routine or try once and move on.

When was the last time you used an Al tool (such as Chat-GPT,
Google Gemini, Microsoft Copilot, DALL-E, Midjourney) to help you
with your *school work*?

But when it comes to student Al use, things look different. Only 2% of teachers permitted
students to use Al for homework, while 14% make it an optional tool.

Most teachers still assign offline homework - 80% say their assignments don't require the
internet at all. This could be because of a lack of reliable internet access at home, or just

because it's easier to set offline work.

As more teachers join Teacher Tapp, we'll be able to see how Al use varies across elementary,
middle, and high school. Keep an eye out for more Al-related questions in the app!
